County to break ground at Singleton Park on
March 28
Commissioners gave the green light to build Singleton Park
and Greenway in unincorporated Norcross. The new 1.58-acre
park will meet the community’s diverse needs and preferences
with recreational and accessi ​bility features, including open
leisure spaces, a play ​ground, a multimodal trail, shade
structures, and a Ride Gwinnett stop. The $6.3 million project is
funded by the American Res ​cue Plan Act, a Governor’s Office
grant, 2017 SPLOST programs, and a CARES Act Community
