e In 2010, there were 2,340 requests for

Interpreters in the Superior, State, and Magistrate
courts, an average of 8.78 requests per work

day. Of these requests, 80.81 percent were for
Spanish, 7.05 percent for Korean, 5.56 percent for
Viethamese, and the other 6.58 percent included
32 different languages.

The diversity in Gwinnett County continues to
grow. We are currently attempting to research
and locate a Kosraean interpreter (a Micronesian
language) of which there are only 8,000 known
